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Born and raised in Oxford, Neill Cameron has been drawing comics pretty much since he could hold a pencil. For several years Neill was active in the UK small press and independent comics scene. In 2006 Neill's work on the all-ages action adventure strip Bulldog: Empire was featured in the first Mammoth Book of Best New Manga, his own self-published webcomic Thumpculture was shortlisted for an IMAF (International Manga and Anime Festival) award, and he took the jump into working full-time as a freelance writer and artist. Since then Neill has provided comic strips and illustrations for numerous books, magazines and comics, including The DFC, MEGATON, NEO, Marvel Heroes, Doctor Who and Transformers.  
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Neill’s first graphic novel, the Giant Robot Action Schoolgirl Comedy epic Mo-Bot High is being published in November 2010 as part of the critically acclaimed DFC Library series from David Fickling Books. Mo-Bot High tells the story of Asha, a 12-year old girl whose first day at a new school in a new town takes on a fantastically unexpected turn when it transpires that all her fellow pupils have has giant robots that magically launch out of their mobile phones.

FORMAT

HOW TO MAKE (AWESOME) COMICS - WORKSHOP: suitable for up to 30 children, and more suitable for younger children (ages 7-12), this is a workshop where Neill shows participants how to generate (awesome) ideas for comics, and then how to turn those ideas into a comic story! 

GIANT ROBOT DESIGN FOR BEGINNERS - WORKSHOP: suitable for up to 30 children, and more suitable for younger children (ages 7-12), this is a workshop where Neill shows some of his own robot designs from comics and books, and then works with the participants to design their own robots! 

ILLUSTRATED TALK: suitable for larger audiences, ages 10+, this is a presentation where Neill shows many examples of his work in comics, working on popular characters such as Doctor Who and Transformers, and talks about how he turned drawing silly pictures of robots into a career, as well as his influences as a writer and artist.

COSTS

Neill charges £250.00 for a half-day or £350.00 for a full day, plus travel expenses. These are standard rates but can be negotiated, depending on circumstances.
